Science 

Rocks: 

• compare and group together different kinds of 

rocks on the basis of their appearance and simple 

physical properties 

• describe in simple terms how fossils are formed 

when things that have lived are trapped within 

rock 

• recognise that soils are made from rocks and 

organic matter. 

Evolution: 

• recognise that living things have changed over 

time and that fossils provide information about 

living things that inhabited the Earth millions of 

years ago 

• recognise that living things produce offspring of 

the same kind, but normally offspring vary and are 

not identical to their parents 

• identify how animals and plants are adapted to 

suit their environment in different ways and that 

adaptation may lead to evolution 

DT 

• Explain that fruits and vegetables grow in different 

countries based on their climates. 

• Understand that seasonal fruits and vegetables grow in 

a given season. 

• Understand that eating seasonal fruit and vegetables 

positively affects the environment. 

Art 

• Revisit colour wheel and identify primary and 

secondary colours 

• Be able to identify, mix and work with tertiary colours 

on the colour wheel. 

• Use inspiration from the natural world to create a 

colour palette using tertiary colours

History
